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NOTICE OF HEARING

Summary of the Proceeding and Factual Matters Asserted. After the 2021 Winter Storm Uri,
the Texas Legislature passed a new law allowing affected utilities to recover through securitization
financing their qualifying extraordinary costs incurred in connection with the storm. This law further
requires the Railroad Commission, on application of an affected gas utility, to determine appropriate
recoverable amounts, ensuring that securitization provides tangible and quantifiable benefits to
customers greater than would have been achieved absent the issuance of customer rate relief bonds.
Eleven gas utilities initially filed applications for such relief, with nine ultimately pursuing a hearing:
Atmos Energy, Bluebonnet, CenterPoint, CoServ Gas, Corix, EPCOR, SiEnergy, TGS, and UniGas.
These applications, initially docketed individually, have been consolidated into a single docket,
captioned above, for administrative efficiency and because they involved common questions of fact
and law.

NOTICE ISHEREBY GIVEN THAT a public hearing will be held, at the time and place set
out below, to consider all issues of fact and law raised in, or relevant to, these applications.

Legal Authority and Jurisdiction. The Railroad Commission has exclusive, original
jurisdiction to consider and take lawful action on these applications pursuant to Texas Utilities Code
Chapter 104, Subchapter I (Customer Rate Relief Bonds). The Commission has jurisdiction over these
utilities otherwise—including over their books, records, and accounts—pursuant to Chapters 101, 102,
103, and 104 of the Texas Utilities Code. The presiding Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) shall
conduct the hearing pursuant to the requirements of Chapter 2001 (Administrative Procedure) of the
Texas Government Code, and pursuant to Title 16, Part 1 (Railroad Commission of Texas), of the
Texas Administrative Code.

Particular Statutes and Rules Involved. The statutes and rules applicable to this proceeding
may include the following:

1. Title 3 (Gas Regulation) of the Texas Utilities Code, including Chapter 104 (Rates
and Services), Subchapter | (Customer Rate Relief Bonds);

2. Title 16, Part 1 (Railroad Commission of Texas), of the Texas Administrative Code,
including Chapters 1 (Practice and Procedure) and 7 (Gas Services Division); and
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3. Chapters 551 (Open Meetings) and 2001 (Administrative Procedure) of the Texas
Government Code.

Time, Place, and Nature of Hearing. IT IS DIRECTED THAT the hearing for these
consolidated applications shall commence at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, November 2, 2021, in the
William B. Travis Building, 1701 North Congress Avenue, Austin, Texas, Room 1-111 (first floor).
If not concluded on the day it commences, the hearing will be continued from day to day, as announced,
until concluded. All parties desiring to present sworn testimony, documentary and demonstrative
evidence, and argument regarding any issue of law or fact at the hearing shall appear in person or by
an attorney.

Public Comment. This hearing dually may qualify as an open meeting under the Texas
Government Code, Chapter 551 (Open Meetings), should a quorum of Commissioners attend.
